This syllabus provides a guide to the anticipated class coverage.  However, we may not follow it exactly.  I will try to remember to announce any changed assignments during class, but if you(re not sure what to prepare for next time, please ask.

There will be one exam at the end of the term.  I anticipate that it will be approximately 3 hours long, and that it will consist primarily of essay-type questions.  The questions will focus on material that we discuss in class, so your class notes will be your best source for preparing for the exam.  The exam will be open book; i.e., you may bring in your books, notes, and outlines that you have prepared either by yourself or in a study group.  However, for reasons of financial parity (and because I think they won(t help you), you may not bring in commercially prepared outlines or study aids.

Attendance, preparation, and participation are all required.  

Attendance.  If you miss more than two classes without my approval, I reserve the right to exclude you from the exam.  Significant tardiness counts as an absence.
Preparation.  Before coming to class, you should have (1) read the material thoroughly and carefully, (2) looked up in a legal dictionary any words that are unfamiliar or which you suspect may have a specific legal meaning, (3) briefed the cases, and (4) worked on the problems.

Participation.  I will call on a student to present each case.  You should be prepared to recite the facts of the case, to explain the controversy between the parties, to explain the procedural posture of the case, to identify the legal issue and the holding, and to explain the court(s rationale for its decision.  You will find this much easier if you have prepared a written brief for each case before class.

Following the initial presentation of a case, we will discuss it as a class.  At that point, I will seek input and questions from other students in the class.
