Topics to be studied will include the "case or controversy requirement;" the political question doctrine; subject matter jurisdiction; the original and appellate jurisdiction of the Supreme Court; the Eleventh Amendment; the Anti-Injunction Act; the abstention doctrines; the authority of Congress to establish Article I courts; and implied right of actions.
