This is the Registration Packet for the FALL SEMESTER of 2005. This packet is provided to assist
you in planning a schedule and with the registration process. It contains the Fall semester calendar, the course
schedule, directions for Web Registration through GoSOLAR, a form to aid you in the registration process,
important dates, deadlines for submitting forms, and other materials you will find invaluable, and which we
will expect you to know. Registration will be staggered, with third year students (those who will graduate
in June 2006 and those who have received their second ranking) going first (and taking all of the good stuff).

You will be able to register for classes using any computer which is connected the Internet. You
have two options for payment of fees: 1) VISA or MasterCard; 2) Pay in person at Student Accounts. Please
see the section on fee payment for details. Please note that we do not send bills or invoices. We are a state
institution and real tightwads when it comes to postal expenditures.

You do not have to register for all of your courses in a single registration session. You may register
and pay for courses during a session and, if you decide to add to or change your schedule, you may again
access the system to register for additional courses. You may also drop courses during any registration
period. Ifyou go to the website to register additional courses, you need not re-register for courses for which
you have already registered. You must register AND PAY BY THE DEADLINE. (Fee deadline: August
15,2005 by 5:00pm) If you miss this deadline, your courses will be dropped and you will be required to re-
register during the late registration phase, when late fees will apply.

NORMAL COURSE LOADS, LIGHT-LOADS AND OVERLOADS (and what to do about them): The full-time program is 12-
16 hours. The part-time program is 8-11 hours. Any deviation must be approved by the Associate Dean. Forms for overloads,
light-loads or program-change forms are located on the third floor.

COURSES WITH LIMITED ENROLLMENT: Courses listed as having a limited enrollment will usually be filled on a first-
come first-served basis. Questions regarding enrollment for the Tax Clinic should be directed to Professor Ron Blasi or his assistant

All courses offered have a limit, and are, therefore, subject to being filled. To better ensure your inclusion in a course you
think will fill quickly, you are encouraged to register as early as possible. Course limits are based on (a) the pedagogical
needs; and/or (b) the size of the room.

PREREQUISITES: Students may not enroll in courses for which they lack the prerequisites. The course descriptions in the
College of Law Bulletin specify the prerequisites, if any, for each course. Unless otherwise indicated, the minimum prerequisites
for each elective course is the completion of all first-year full-time courses. The College of Law Bulletin is available on the COL’s
website at law.gsu.edu.

AUDITING COURSES: The decision to audit a course must be made during the registration period. No adjustment from credit to
audit status or audit to credit status for a course will be made after August 26, 2005. All audits must be approved by the professor
of the course.

INDEPENDENT RESEARCH PROJECTS: Any student desiring to register for an Independent Research project must obtain
written approval from the Associate Dean no later than August 26, 2005.

WRITING REQUIREMENT COURSES: Before graduation, each student must complete a course that satisfies the legal writing
requirement. The Schedule of Classes lists the courses which may satisfy the requirement. If you have questions about whether a
course will satisfy the writing requirement, please contact the individual professor. You must complete the Writing Requirement
Form, have the professor sign it and give it to Brian or Tricia prior to graduation.



FEE PAYMENT OPTIONS

WITHDRAWAL INFORMATION

If a student drops a course during the regular registration period, or the Late Registration/Drop-Add period, the dropped course(s) will
not show up on the transcript. Courses dropped after the Late Registration/Drop-Add period, but by the midpoint, will be considered
"withdrawals" and a grade of "W" or "WF" at instructor's discretion will be recorded on the transcript. Courses dropped after the
midpoint will receive a "WEF".

Students who wish to withdraw from classes after the Late Registration/Drop-Add period must complete the appropriate paperwork.
The Office of Academic Services (3rd floor) will provide the student with the proper form(s) to be completed. The student must then
submit the completed form(s) to the University Registrar's Office (Room 227, Sparks Hall). These forms must be completed and
received in the Registrar's Office no later than October 19, 2005. Withdrawals after this point are granted only in cases of
hardship, and additional forms must be submitted. Failure to follow this procedure will result in the awarding of a WF instead of a W.
A grade of WF is treated as an F (55) for the purpose of computing the grade point average. Retaking the course will not
expunge the WF from the student's academic record. Students who find they must withdraw after the midpoint should make an
appointment with the College of Law Registrar to discuss their hardship as soon as they become aware of the situation.

NEW COURSE INFORMATION

Law 6050/86590 Capital Defender Clinic I (3 credits) or Law 6051/86591 Capital Defender Clinic IT (3
credits) - Professor Tim Floyd

This is a three hour clinical course taught by Professor Tim Floyd in partnership with the Office of
Georgia Capital Defender, the state agency responsible for representing all indigent defendants statewide in
capital cases at trial and on direct appeal. Students will assist in the representation of clients of Capital
Defender, and will work on all aspects of the representation, including fact investigation, witness interviewing,
legal research and drafting, and generally assisting in preparing cases for trial and sentencing hearings.
Students will be supervised in their work by Professor Floyd and by the attorneys in the office. Enrollment in
the course is available to students from Emory, Georgia State, and Mercer.

The great opportunity we have in this clinic—as opposed to death penalty clinics that focus on the
appeal and post-conviction stages—is the opportunity to be involved in the effort to save lives on the front end,
on “making the case for life.” That means that we will focus at least as much on mitigation, fact investigation,
and interpersonal skills, as we do on death penalty law and advocacy skills. There will be a good deal of legal
research and motion drafting, but students will also work on factual investigation, especially into the evidence
that might "mitigate" the possible sentence. This includes the complete life history of the defendant, including
mental and physical health history, school and work records, and family dynamics.

There will be a weekly class meeting taught by Professor Floyd, on Wednesdays from 3:30 to 5:30, at
the office of Georgia Capital Defender in downtown Atlanta. The class sessions will be devoted to the law
governing capital trials in Georgia, as well as instruction in practical skills employed in the defense of capital
cases. Much of the class meetings will be devoted to "case rounds" in which we discuss and brainstorm
pending cases. Students will spend at least 12 hours per week on clinic work throughout the semester; the
weekly class meeting counts toward those hours. Grading in the course is on a pass-fail basis.
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This is a limited enrollment course, and permission of Professor Floyd is required for enrollment.
Anyone who is interested in taking this course—or anyone who would like further information--should contact
Professor Floyd as soon as possible. Students must submit an application and be available for a possible
interview. Strong preference will be given to students who can commit to taking the course for two consecutive
semesters, that is, in Fall 2005 and again in Spring 2006. To obtain the application, please send an email to
Professor Floyd: timfloyd@gsu.edu.

Law 6070/85150 Criminal Justice Fieldwork and Law Reform (3 credits)
- Professor Clark D. Cunningham

This course is being taught at GSU for the first time in the Fall 2005 semester. It is only scheduled for
the fall semester (and takes the place of the Criminal Justice Clinic usually taught then by Professor
Cunningham). Students will learn about the criminal justice system as it actually operates in metropolitan
Atlanta and develop a law reform proposal about a specific aspect of that system. The course will use a wide
variety of teaching methods including assigned readings drawn from both legal scholarship and social science
research, classroom lectures and discussions, and group fieldwork at locations such as police stations, jails and
courthouses. Each student will select some aspect of the criminal justice system for independent research out of
which will develop a written project proposing improvement or reform. This course is open to all 2L and 3L
students. No specific courses are required as prerequisites although preference may be given to students who
have taken courses related to the criminal justice system or have relevant externship or clinic experience.
Enrollment is limited and by permission of Professor Cunningham. Students must submit an application and
accepted students must sign a course contract. The application and more information is available on the course
web site: http://law.gsu.edu/ccunningham/FLR/

Law 7098/86564 Biotechnology Law, Policy & Ethics (3 credits) - Professor Berry

This course will introduce students to current legal, policy, and ethical issues surrounding
biotechnologies. Readings will be drawn from original source materials, including national, state, and
international law, and multidisciplinary secondary sources. Students will engage in problem-based role-playing
exercises to facilitate understanding of the interplay of legal, policy, and ethical issues, and will write short
position papers on a current controversy in biotechnology law of their choice to be presented as part of a panel
of papers on similar topics for class discussion and debate. Course topic areas may include genetically
modified foods, nanotechnology, xenotransplantation, patenting of genes/patenting of life, stem cell research,
gene therapy, preimplantation genetic diagnosis, sex-selection reproductive technologies, genetic engineering of
human beings, and human reproductive cloning. (Fall Semester, Day, Visiting Professor Roberta Berry,
Director, Law, Science & Technology Program at Georgia Tech)

Law 7184/86587 Domestic Violence and the Law (2 credits) - Professor Turner

This course will introduce students to contemporary domestic violence case and statutory laws and to
the legal theories and policies behind them. Specific cases will be studied to understand the practical effect of
current federal and state laws addressing domestic violence. Case studies will also illustrate the intersection
between domestic violence and various areas of the law. Specifically, students will be taught how domestic
violence affects cases in the context of family law. Students will explore the psychology of battering and the
need to incorporate safety planning in developing case strategies. Issues facing victims from various cultural,
racial, and social groups will also be addressed. Students will also be exposed to the intersection between
domestic violence and other professions as they learn effective ways to address issues arising under family law.
(Fall Semester, Evening, Adjunct Professor Renata Turner, who also supervises Externship in Domestic
Violence and the Law)



Law 7234/86585 Food and Drug Law (2 credits) - Professor Hagenbush

This course is an introduction to the regulation of foods, drugs, medical devices, and cosmetics in the
United States. The course will focus primarily on the body of law and regulations that have developed under
the implementation, enforcement, and interpretation of the federal Food Drug and Cosmetic Act (FD&C) of
1938 by the US Food and Drug Administration (FDA) and the courts. The course will study the differing legal
and regulatory schemes used primarily by the FDA to ensure the safety and efficacy of drugs and medical
devices, and the safety and purity of foods and cosmetics. Policies issues surrounding new challenges presented
by aging populations, evolving technologies, product security, conflicting ethical considerations and medical
economics will be studied. The course will explore the impact that food and drug laws have on public health
both domestically and internationally. (Fall Semester, Evening, Adjunct Professor Christopher Hagenbush,
Senior Counsel at Coca-Cola in Atlanta).

Law 7386/86593 Advance Local Government Law (3 credits) - Professor Griffith

This is a seminar course that meets the writing requirement. The grade will be based on the final paper
(80%) and your class presentation and participation (20%). It is anticipated that one draft paper will be
submitted for review prior to completion of the final paper.

The course this semester (fall 2005) will focus on regional governmental entities, efforts to develop
regional perspectives, inter-local cooperation and competition, metropolitan transportation issues, and quality
growth (land use planning) issues with particular emphasis on practices in Georgia. It will also focus on issues
raised by the transportation theme of the 2005-06 Urban Fellows program. The proposed Atlanta Beltline and
the proposed Sandy Springs incorporation are examples of the types of issues that could be examined under
these themes.

The approach will be to take a particular local government problem faced by such entities, as the City of
Atlanta, the Georgia Regional Transportation Authority, or the Atlanta Regional Commission (ARC), and then
provide the research, analysis, and final product that would be expected if you were a member of the legal
department of one of these agencies.

Students will be encouraged to sharpen their research skills by using a variety of legal sources, including
materials available on the web. I will also assign materials.

Lawyers and specialists working with local governments and the public sector will be invited to make
presentations during the class periods. In some cases, students will be assisting these lawyers through their
research.
