CODES USED:

(#) This class normally will meet at 7:30 am on Tuesdays at a location near the state Capitol. Students will be expected to spend 10 hours per week at the Capitol working on legislative issues
developed during the fall semester and tracking other health-related legislation. Pre-requisite: Health Legislation & Advocacy I (Law 7248).

(A) This course is not open to students who have taken any previous accounting courses, or have a background in accounting.

(E/P): Exam/Paper option.

(G): A GPA of at least 75.00 is required for enroliment.

(L): Limited enrollment.

(M) Because this is a clinic, this class may not always meet formally at the assigned time, but the first class will meet as scheduled.

(R) Students must have the permission of the professor to register for this class.

(V) Only a couple of classes will actually meet on Wednesday evening. Most classes will meet virtually from each student’'s computer and not formally at a fixed time or location.

(W): This course satisfies the Writing Requirement.

(X): For the first 5 weeks, each RWA section will meet for 50 additional minutes. Morning sections will run from 8:30-10:10; Tuesday afternoon sections will run from 12:45 to 2:25; Thursday
afternoon sections will run from 2:30-4:10, evening sections will run from 7:00 to 8:40.

(Z) This course will normally meet from 10:30-12 noon on Wednesday mornings. There will be five additional classes scheduled with Emory medical students on Wednesday afternoons from 3:00-
4:30 pm at Grady Hospital (Jan. 10, 17, Feb. 14, 21, 28). There will be one additional class with medical students at the VA hospital from 4:00-6:00 pm (Jan. 24). Attendance at these joint classes is
mandatory, so students should leave their schedules free at these times to attend these interdisciplinary classes. Pre-requisite: Health Law Liability course, or permission of the instructor
